Oakway Rescue Squad (Contingency):

The local match funds
will have to come from contingency.

Road Paving Bids:

Mr. Rinehart made a motion, seconded by Mr. Ables, approved 2 — 1 (Mr. Crumpton voting against, Mr. Moore
had to leave during discussion) that the road paving bids be awarded to King Asphalt at a total cost of $1,935,539.23 for
overlay/reconstruction/mill and Thrift Brothers, Inc. at a cost $536,194.75 for new construction.
