Corridor policy recommendations

1. Policy recommendation A

a. Residential development that will create ADT / AADT or
above will be required to install a/an acceleration and/or
deceleration lane(s).

b. Non-residential development that will create ADT / AADT
or above will be required to install a/an acceleration and/or
deceleration lane(s).

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Policy Recommendations

POLICY PROJECT A
Develop methodology to measure impacts of
new development or redevelopment along
corridor to establish thresholds where turn
lanes/deceleration lanes would be required as a
condition of development.

POLICY PROJECT B
Look for opportunities to consolidate access
through new or redevelopment by requiring

or incentivizing sharing of driveways between
adjacent parcels, or by implementing segments
of access lane/frontage road to minimize new

access points on Highway 123.

POLICY PROJECTC
Consider a corridor overlay district to allow
architectural design standards, development

review, and aggregation of density into clusters.

POLICY PROJECTD
Work with CATbus to transition from hail-and-
ride service to formalized fixed route service
with stops and pedestrian accommodations and
access to facilities along the corridor.

POLICY PROJECTE
Develop a County policy stating the preferred

or maximum number of allowable direct access
points for parcels when they are submitted for
development or redevelopment.
